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ALTITUDE DIVER
Altitude Diving is SCUBA diving when the surface of the body of water is at or above 1,000 feet in elevation. There are many great mountain lakes and dives that can be dove ‘at altitude’, especially in the amazing Sierra Nevada’s. Lake Tahoe for example is a pristine lake as we all know, and diving there is a unique experience that should not be missed! Donner Lake and Lake Spaulding are other Sierra lakes that offer great visibility and are wonderful dives. There are many more!  How would you like to dive the infamous Crater Lake in Oregon?
Because atmospheric pressure changes as elevation gets higher, divers must have a good understanding of these changes and take certain steps and precautions when diving at altitude. Altitude Diving starts well before the dive with proper training, dive planning specific to altitude diving including the use of altitude dive tables, modified depths, bottom times, and ascent rates, and sometimes altering the breathing gas (using Nitrox) to keep altitude divers safe. The diving is easy and enjoyable. To make sure you dive safely and manage the risk of Decompression Sickness when diving at any elevation above 1,000 feet you must take an Altitude Diving course from a qualified instructor.
