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PUBLIC SAFETY DIVER
Public Safety Diver 1 – Rescue
Public Safety Diver 1 – Rescue, or PSD1 as we call it, is a comprehensive 40 hour course for members of Law Enforcement, Fire, & Lifeguard agencies. This is considered an entry-level PSD course which covers: OSHA, NFPA, & NIOSH regulations, standards, and recommendations for Public Safety Divers and Public Safety Dive Teams, annual watermanship and diving skills checks, PSD dive gear and related equipment, rapid deployment, search and rescue of victims submerged less than one hour, and rescue diver emergencies. The majority of this class is spent in the water with the exception of the first morning which is classroom time. This class is ideal for Law Enforcement, Fire, & Lifeguard agencies who: have or are forming a new dive team, respond to 911 calls for people or vehicles in the water, or back-up other Public Safety Dive Teams.

Public Safety Diver 2 – Recovery

Public Safety Diver 2 – Recovery, or PSD2 as we call it, is a comprehensive 40 hour course for members of Law Enforcement, Fire, & Lifeguard agencies. This is considered an advanced course for members of Law Enforcement, Fire, & Lifeguard agencies which covers extended operations searching for and recovering bodies submerged longer than one hour, submerged boats and vehicles, and use of lift equipment. The majority of this class is spent in the water perfecting the skills needed by a Public Safety Diver involved in Recovery Operations. Emphasis on detailed searches and recovery. This class is ideal for members of Law Enforcement, Fire, & Lifeguard agencies who are called upon to search for and recover: bodies, vehicles, boats, and other items. 
Prerequisites for enrollment in PSD1 are:

· At least 18 years of age

· U.S. Citizen (or active or former U.S. military personnel)

· A bona-fide member of a Law Enforcement, Fire, or Lifeguard agency

· SCUBA Diver certification from: NAUI, PADI, SSI, SDI, NASDS, or other 



nationally-recognized SCUBA certification agency
· Be in good enough physical condition to complete watermanship and SCUBA diving skills checks

· Complete waiver, medical form, and pay course fees

Successful completion of PSD1 within three years and still a member of a Law Enforcement, Fire, or Lifeguard agency are the additional pre-requisites for enrollment in PSD2.
